e A copy of your Driver’s License and Insurance. (Proof of insurance must show defendant as a covered
driver on the policy. Insurance and license must be valid at the time of your request.)
e Aself addressed, stamped envelope
e A cashier’s check or money order for $109.10 or $134.10 for a School Zone Violation (NO PERSONAL
CHECKS).
